2011 SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

The Cannon Spouses’ Club is offering competitive scholarship opportunities to qualified
military dependents whose sponsor is stationed at (or affiliated with) Cannon Air Force
Base. We will be awarding several scholarships for the 2011-2012 academic year.

ELIGIBILITY:

1. Military affiliation.
Applicants must be the dependent of one of the following:
a. Active duty military personnel stationed at Cannon AFB;
b. Active duty Air Force personnel whose immediate family resides in the Cannon
Air Force Base area (e.g. sponsor is deployed or serving a remote tour);
c. Retired, POW/MIA, or deceased USAF personnel whose immediate family
resides in the Cannon Air Force Base area.

2. Academic standing.
Candidates must hold a high school diploma (or equivalent) OR be a high school senior in
good standing in the class of 2011. A minimum 3.0 GPA (on a 4.0 scale) is required.

3. Educational Plans.

Applicants must plan on attending an accredited college or university during the 2011-
2012 academic year in pursuit of an undergraduate degree, graduate degree, or
vocational / technical school certificate. Note: Students accepting military academy
appointments are not eligible to receive CSC scholarship awards.

SELECTION CRITIERIA:

An independent review committee will judge applicants based on the following criteria:

A) ACADEMIC PERFORMANCE
Applicants should have at least a 3.0 GPA (in a 4.0 system).

B) EXTRACURRICULAR AND COMMUNITY ACTIVITIES
(e.g. school, church, employment, volunteer work, etc.)

C) APPLICANT’S ESSAY
Please see the topics on page 7

D) LETTER OF RECOMMENDATION
The letter should be from someone other than a family member. Letter must be
signed by the person writing the letter and should include appropriate contact
information.
